If a related financial interest is reported on the form, the disclosure will be reviewed by the Research Investigator Conflict of Interest Committee to determine whether such a financial interest could directly and significantly affect the project and if a conflict of interest appears to exist. The committee, appointed by the President, consists of at least three faculty representatives selected from the University Research Council; the General Manager (or designee) of the SDSU Foundation; the Director of Personnel Services, who is also the chairperson of the committee; and the Associate Vice President for Research of Graduate and Research Affairs.

What if the Conflict of Interest Committee determines a conflict appears to exist?

If a conflict of interest appears to be present, the committee will determine what conditions or restrictions, if any, should be imposed on the research or investigator in order to manage, reduce, or eliminate the conflicts.  The committee may consult with the investigator and others to develop a plan to resolve any real or apparent conflict of interest issues.  The committee will then recommend that the University take one of the following actions: (1) acceptance of the project award, (2) withdrawal of the proposal or disapprove acceptance of the award, or (3) acceptance of the award subject to modifications in either the proposal or in the external affiliations or economic interests of the investigator.  Recommended actions to resolve conflicts may include: (1) public disclosure, (2) monitoring of research by independent reviewers, (3) divestiture of significant financial interests, (4) modification of the research plan (with sponsor approval), or (5) severance of relationships that create actual or potential conflicts.

Will the sponsor agency be informed if any conflicts of interest appear to exist?

Prior to the expenditure of any funds under the award, the SDSU Foundation will report to NSF or DHHS the existence of any conflict of interest (but not the nature of the interest) and provide assurance that the conflict has been managed, reduced, or eliminated.

What if I don’t file the form?

The University will not endorse, and the SDSU Foundation will not submit, a proposal to the sponsor unless a disclosure form has been completed.

Is the Conflict of Interest Disclosure Statement confidential?
In the usual course of events the only persons who will review the disclosure form will be members of the Research Investigator Conflict of Interest Committee.  However, the disclosure is a public document and may be open to public inspection.
